Step one: Add all the numbers to be averaged.

2005 + 2000 + 1980 + 2050 + 2010 + 2500 + 2050 = 14595

Step two: Divide by the number of numbers added.  

Seven numbers were added so 14595 ( 7 = 2085

Robert’s average daily calorie intake is 2085 calories.
