Enclosed is a final copy of the Adult Basic Computer Skills Assessment created by Kathleen Judy and Kathy Lancaster.  It is an interactive computer literacy assessment for students in adult basic education.  This program is a revised version from the original one.  Revisions have been made based upon recommendations from instructors who piloted the program statewide.  It‘s intended to:

· Provide pre and post computer skill assessment of students enrolled in ABE computer classes

· Determine whether a student has necessary computer skills to be successful in post secondary education or training

· Determine if a student has basic computer skills required to enter employment

Based on student results from this assessment, instructors can develop computer curriculum for computer classes. Post secondary programs can also use this tool to determine if a student needs to enroll in a basic computer course.

Kansas State ABE has aligned educational functioning level descriptors for technology skills with the National Reporting System (Diane Glass, Kansas State ABE Director, dglass@smtpgw.ksbe.state.ks.us).  We have sent you a copy of these skill competencies with assessment question items noted next to them.   Idaho doesn’t use computer competencies to determine educational functioning levels, so use this information only as a general guideline.

This CD assessment was presented at The Idaho Lifelong Learning Association Conference (ILLA), The Commission on Adult Basic Education Conference (COABE), and The Mountain Plains Adult Education Association Conference (MPAEA).  We have been encouraged to use it campus-wide at EITC and statewide in ABE and ENFF programs throughout Idaho.  There has been interest in using this program from PBS Literacy Link, Teknimedia, The Northwest Regional Literacy Resource Center, and The National Adult Education Professional Development Consortium Inc.

We hope this is useful to your program and that you share it with those who may benefit from its’ use.
