MAACE Membership Business Meeting Minutes
Oct. 18, 2002

Great Falls Holiday Inn

I. The meeting was called to order by President Norene Peterson at 7:50 a.m.

II. Welcome – Norene welcomed David Strong who was recently named MACTE Administrator of the Year; Spencer Sartorius, assistant superintendent at OPI; and new MAACE board members. A thank you note from Becky Bird was read.
III. Minutes of 2001 Fall Business Meeting

a. Mike Joyce motioned to accept the minutes as written; Jean Dahlman seconded the motion and all voted to accept.
IV. Treasurer’s Report

a. Yvonne Hauwiller and Margie Sylvester presented the Treasurer’s report.  Yvonne described the way professional development funding from OPI is now channeled through MAACE. That money accounts for $47,500 that is used for secretary salary, fall conference, summer institute, scholarship and minigrants. The treasurer’s cash flow report currently reflects a negative balance because OPI gives MAACE that $47,500 in several smaller deposits throughout the year. Sue Webster motioned to accept the report; Dixie Stark seconded the motion and all voted to accept.
V. Outgoing board members Andrea Huisentruit and Mike Joyce have finished their terms. Norene presented them with a token of appreciation. 
VI. Committee Reports

a. Awards and Logo Contest – Kathy Jackson, committee chair
Dixie Stark presented the MAACE Educational Leadership Award to Lucy Smith of Kalispell. She served with LVA starting 1989 and becoming director in 1995. Flathead County LVA started by serving 11 students; last year it served over 600. Dixie said Lucy as been a leader at every level, developing innovative family literacy and corrections education programs and sharing at conferences. Dixie also described Lucy’s skill as a teacher saying that Lucy makes it effortless. The other three awards were presented at the luncheon on Friday.
b. Bylaws and Resolutions – Jean Dahlman, committee member
The committee proposed several changes to the constitution. Jean Dahlman moved to accept the changes; Sue Webster seconded the motion and all voted to accept.
c. Legislative Committee – Donna Bakke, committee chair

Donna and a panel of others presented a session at the conference.

d. Membership – Kathy Jackson, committee member

Kathy pointed out that new members have specially marked nametags and invited them to a brief orientation. 
e. Nominations and Elections – Jim Baker, committee chair, was absent.
f. Professional Development – Yvonne Hauwiller, committee chair
Yvonne passed out a survey soliciting input on professional development from the membership early in the conference. She reported the results: networking came up as one of the most important things to emphasize. 
g. Scholarships – Margie Sylvester, committee chair

They received 39 applications, 38 of which were funded. Almost everyone applied for funds for MPAEA, COABE or MAACE.

a. Sue Webster briefly mentioned the Quality Initiative. Billings and Helena have joined the effort this year and will go with others to COABE. She asked that everyone remember Becky Bird’s goal of program improvement.
VIII. New Business

a. Committee Vacancies – Volunteers needed and wanted! Norene called for three experienced volunteers for an audit committee to review MAACE bookkeeping: Dixie Stark, Sharyl Allen and Rose Steiner volunteered.
b. MPAEA Board Member Report – Donna Bakke, MPAEA board member
Donna described the goal of MPAEA to establish National Adult Education Society chapters as a tool to honor students and help legislators and communities recognize the accomplishments of students. There is more information online at www.naehs.org. It is $50 to start a chapter. MAACE will want to honor Montana students at the MPAEA conference in Montana in 2004.
c. MPAEA Montana Conference 2004: Voyage of Discovery – The Journey of Adult Learning, April 29-May 1, Best Western Grantree with some sessions at the Holiday Inn. Gloria Gregg is conference chair.
