STUDENT GED Online Tips 

Review the "Blackboard Tour" link in the "Course Information" section of class so that you can become familiar with the classroom and all of its features.
Email your teacher that you are ready to start in class and would like your assignments, if she hasn't emailed you first.
The classroom worksheets are self-paced and self-graded; you don not need to turn them in to your instructor. 

After completing the assigned worksheets (click the arrows at the top of the worksheet to work through all of the worksheets), you must complete the quizzes at the end of each learning unit.
E-mail your instructor your quiz scores and then you will receive new assignments.  You turn in your quizzes by emailing the score to your instructor.
Once you have completed your assignments for any given subject, your instructor will either give you new assignments or ask you to post-test at your onsite classroom.
You will continue the process of completing worksheets, quizzes, and post-testing until your instructor feels that you are ready to take the GED test.
Check in with your instructor every week so that she knows you are still active and participating in the GED ONLINE class.  Feel free to contact your teacher with any questions that you have about any of the worksheets.
