Dixie Stark: It this real time student data we are seeing? No, we are in a the test environment at OPI.
  Dixie Stark: Thanks

  SKC Department of Academic Success:Are we ever going to have the opportunity to negotiate a term of instruction which better meets the needs of our students and programs? We are still waiting approval on the current term of instruction.
  SKC Department of Academic Success:Thanks.

  Billings Adult Ed: Linda, so you are saying that you will not be creating a report for us to find our students who have passed the instructional year date? The report already exists. You are able to use the Excel spreadsheet from the site summary page to sort these students. Students will not be on the site summary after the 30 day window.
  Anne Dobney:If the student does not post-test before the end of his instructional year, do the ed gains made not count? Yes, if the education gains are made in the program year.
  Anne Dobney:That is, the ed gains made when we retest for new instructional year? Yes, they will count.
  Anne Dobney:Yes

  Billings Adult Ed:If we have a current student who completes an Instructional Year Retest while still enrolled, does that mean we will have to wait another 60 hours to retest?  Hmmm -- was writing this when you were talking and didn't hear last comment - may have answered question Once a student has 60 hours of instruction, you can post test according to the TABE rules. Post testing does not have to occur in 60 hour increments. However, when you pretest a student at the beginning of his next instructional year, you will have to wait for 60 hours of instruction to post test again. The 60 hours resets at the beginning of the student’s instructional year.

SKC Department of Academic Success: Aren't the assessment records locked until another 60 hours is achieved? The assessment records will be locked after pretesting until 60 hours have been met. After that, you can post test as often as is reasonable until the end of his instructional year. (TABE rules)
  SKC Department of Academic Success:Good to know, thanks.

  Anne Dobney:So hours begin at the beginning of the instructional year?  We can't count the hours since the last pretest in the past instructional year?  And then we have to start over at the beginning of the new program year? Correct. Hours start over at the beginning of each instructional year. Remember, any ed gains made with the pretests given at the beginning of the instructional year will count for the current program year.
Dixie Stark: I had a student who had their record locked, and I could not look at all the pages of attendance. WHY? This has been fixed.
  Anne Dobney:I'm concerned about getting the 60 hours in every time.

  SKC Department of Academic Success:This makes things challenging because our students stop, start, and don't fit into the one year term of instruction.

  Dixie Stark:Yesterday

  Dixie Stark:Sure

  Jake Gustin: Is it to the center's advantage to test students within the student's academic year Not necessarily, it depends on several factors. It is an opportunity to test prior to 60 hours, but if they are going to stick around until after the last day of their instructional year, you will be pretesting again and capturing gains there anyway. If the instructional year is closely tied to the program year dates, then I would focus more on capturing the gain before June 30 if possible. If the instructional year ends right before a break in classes, I would try to capture the gain in case the student didn’t return after the break
  SKC Department of Academic Success:It seems outcomes should be of greater significance than contact hours. OVAE is talking about significance of instructions as opposed to capturing hours.
  Dixie Stark:It seems there is a sscramble to LIMIT the role of adult ed.

  SKC Department of Academic Success:We are doing a lot of post-secondary prep in our new department, but we can't dual enroll many of those students because the hour and instructional term regulations make it impractical to count them in ABLE.

  Dixie Stark:Have you renegotiated our state post-test rate? No, we have not. This will be a topic for next year.
  Jake Gustin:Please define dual enrollment. Simultaneously enrolled in ABLE and post secondary.
  SKC Department of Academic Success:We have a local district that is refusing to write letters for students that are no longer enrolled with them.

  Jake Gustin:Oh, but we do!

  SKC Department of Academic Success:I suspect they are counting them illegally.  Is there anything we can do about that?

  Dixie Stark:Get on the local school board agenda!

  SKC Department of Academic Success:Thanks.

  Jake Gustin:We've had an agreement for years to serve "pre 101" students from UMHelena in Rdg. & Writing courses.

  SKC Department of Academic Success:We those of us on the committee have attend all of the meetings, or just one of them? Lumina committee members should attend all meetings.
  SKC Department of Academic Success:Lumina.  OK, thanks.

  Dixie Stark:Our standards are voluntary, right? Yes.
  Bob and Mike:is MUSWA the same as the COMPASS writing assessment? No, the MUSWA is to determine if a student can enroll in college level language courses. 
  Bob and Mike: From Lewistown

  Dixie Stark:We do not have adequate resources to provide developmental classes that the MUS makes people pay dearly for...

  Dixie Stark:Yes, this is a good opportunity.

  Billings Adult Ed:Billings graduation is May 19th

  SKC Department of Academic Success:September

  Dixie Stark:Where is MEA?

  Billings Adult Ed:helena

  SKC Department of Academic Success:MAACE looks forward to working with you on Data Quality again!  -DeeDra

  Jean Lemire Dahlman:Where will the ESOL conference take place? Helena.
