Warm-up/review

Prepare students for Turning Points: What is a turning point.

Draw a short horizontal or vertical line on the board.

Deviate from the line by going up or down, left or right, and finally returning to the line, as in the example below.


Read and discuss one of the situations.

Ask students about a turning point in their lives and ask if they would be willing to share it with the class.

Have students open their journals and reread and discuss key concept questions.

Presentation - Preview Turning Points (page 3)

Have students read the quote silently and discuss what they think it means.

Ask students if there are words they do not understand or how to pronounce – write these words on the board. Allow students time to add these to their personal dictionaries.

	Discuss the photograph (page 3) Ask these questions:

1. What happened?  Who will help?

2. Who are these people? What are they doing?

3. Where are the cars? Who paid for the highway?

4. Who is this woman?  What’s wrong with her?  Who is helping her?
5. Discuss the questions under the photograph.

Write the number of each photograph on the board.

Write the government service each photograph represents beside the number of the photo. Write the headings: LOCAL, STATE, FEDERAL on the board.  Decide under which heading to write the services shown in the photograph

Ask learners this question: Where does government get the money to pay for these services? (taxes) 

Pass each student a vocabulary page. Pronounce each word or phrase. Ask students to listen for the new words or phrases on the video.

Show: Turning Points on the video.

Practice  - Remember the story

Review vocabulary page with students for understanding. Have students add to their personal dictionaries.

Do a round-robin recap of the video segment. Each learner says one thing about the segment while you write what the class says on the board. Read the statements and ask if they would like to make changes or corrections. Show the video segment again while learners check the statements.

Level One

Remember to discuss any unfamiliar words and add to personal dictionaries.

Work as a class, in groups, or in pairs to answer the True or False statements. 

Level Two 

Discuss what a time line is and how one can be used.

Have students complete time line (small group, pairs, or individually)  

Level Three

Complete chart

Application - Making Connections 

Write the quote and read it aloud to students. Give examples of what the quote means. Have learners paraphrase the quote. Complete this assignment either orally, or writing the answers. Divide the learners into groups according to which level question they answered and discuss their answers.
