Warm-up/review

Revisit the key concept questions in the students’ journals.

Tell the students that Finding Out More section is to extend their knowledge of issues that are the focus in the video.  All students will read the same material.

Review vocabulary pages 1.1 and 1.2

Presentation – Finding Out More Reading
Note the key concept questions are in bold letters on the page. 

Ask learners to listen while you read Find Out More: Reading aloud. Pause after each paragraph and ask learners to paraphrase what you read.

Form small groups (2-4) from all ability levels so that higher-level learners can assist lower-level learners. Have groups read the paragraphs from the reading selection and discuss their answers and the reading selection .

Continue this process until all four sections have been read. 

Remind readers they will increase their understanding of what they read by reading it several times.  Remind them they will be reading for information.

Bring the class together and have groups summarize or paraphrase orally the information they read.

Level One

Pair students to complete this assignment using reading information from page 14 or complete these pages as a group having students read the paragraphs on page 15 aloud.
