Warm-up/review

Have students open their journals and reread and discuss the key concept questions from lesson 2.1

Remind them the questions will be answered during the video.

Review what a turning point is from lesson 1.2.

Presentation - Preview Turning Points
Have students read the quote silently and discuss what they think it means.

Discuss any unfamiliar words and allow students to add them to their personal dictionaries.

Write the quote in their journals.

Discuss the photographs (page 17) Ask these questions:

#1  What game is this?     What is the umpire saying?     What is an umpire’s job?

#2  What is the speed limit?     How fast is the car going?     Why are speed limits necessary?

#3  Who is talking to the woman in the car?     What is the police officer doing?     Why do we need police

     officers?

   #4. What is the woman doing?     What is the child doing?     What rules is the mother trying to enforce?
Level One
Discuss the laws or rules that relate to each picture.

Level Two

For the question “What rules and laws do you have to obey in your daily life in the United States?” divide learners into small groups.  Ask each group to make a list of rules or laws they have to obey in their daily lives

Establish a time limit of 5-15 minutes.  Have a class discussion of the lists.

As students read their lists of rules or laws, write them on a piece of paper (one per page). As each group reads its list, remind learner not to read items that have already been mentioned.

Ask students if they want to add anymore rules or laws.

Write these words on the board:     HOME     WORK     COMMUNITY

Have students sort the laws on the board into three categories. 

Level Three

Write the following questions on the board and ask students to think about them.

     1.    What would happen if there were no age limits for flying a plane or driving heavy equipment?

2.  What would happen if people could drive as fast as they wanted?

    3.    What would happen if people could say and do anything they wanted to?
Ask students to share their responses to the questions orally.

Presentation

Read the vocabulary words, asking students to repeat them after you. Remind the students to listen for the vocabulary in the video.

Show: Turning Points on the video.

Practice  - Remember Turning Points

Review vocabulary page ask students about each word to check for understanding.

Do a round-robin recap of the video segment. Each learner says one thing about the segment while teacher writes what the class says on the board.

Read the learners’ statements and ask if they would like to make changes or corrections.

Show the video segment again while learners check the statements.

Level One 

Work as a class, in groups, or in pairs to answer the True or False statements.  Have students check their own answers with the answer key. (page108)  They can also start recording their correct answers on page 128-129)

Level Two

Working in partners select a date- 1776 or 1787- for each sentence. Fill in the boxes to show whether the sentence applies to the Articles of Confederation or the Constitution.

Level Three

Compare the government of the U.S. under the Articles of Confederation and under the Constitution using the comparison chart.  Discuss answers as a class.

Application – Making Connections

Read the quote “ The rule of law is essential in a representative democracy.”

Have a student read the quote :The rule of law is essential in a representative democracy”

Ask anyone if they can give an example of the quote.

Level One
Answer the question orally and discuss.

Level Two
Answer the question orally giving examples from the story.

Level Three

Answer the question orally giving examples from the story.
