Have students copy the key concept questions in their journal.

Warm-up/review 

Write key concept questions on board and discuss (these questions will be answered as students watch the video and do the activities) Have students copy questions in their journals. Revisit these questions throughout the lesson.

Unit Opener (page 15)

Discuss the meaning of the title.  Tell students the title is part of a familiar saying. Ask who know the first part. (It’s as easy as taking candy from a baby.)

Ask learners to use their own words to tell you what the saying means.

Ask the question: Why is it easy to take candy or anything else from a baby?

Next ask the question: How are elderly people like babies?

Discuss the photograph. (page15)

 Ask these questions:

1. Who are the two men?

2. What are they talking about?

3. What is their relationship?

4. Who is threatening whom?

5. Who is afraid?

Have the class silently read the statements and questions under the photograph.

Ask learners if there are words they don not understand or how to pronounce. Write the words on the board, allowing students to add them to their personal dictionaries. 

Ask students to guess the meaning of the words. Correct the guesses if necessary.

Read the statements aloud to the class.

Discuss the sentences under the photograph.

Presentation – Preview the story

Put students into small groups or pairs to practice speaking skills by answering the questions about the pictures

     #1 Where are these people?     Who do you think they are talking too?    What are they talking about?

    #2  What is the man showing the woman?     What is her reaction?

    #3  What are these people’s job?     Where are they?     What are they talking about?

    #4  Where are these people?    What are they talking about?

    #5  What are the three men looking at?     Why are they together?

    #6  What is the woman hold in her hand?     How are they feeling?

Level One and Two 

These questions are answered in the previous exercise.

Level Three

Prediction – What do you think will happen?

Ask for student responses.

Pass out vocabulary page and pronounce each word or phrase. Ask students to listen for the new words and phrases during the video.

Show  video #2. (first part)

Practice  - Remember the story

Review vocabulary page ask students about each word to check for understanding.

Level One

Work as a class, in groups, or in pairs to review the pictures at the top of the page. 

Before completing the work chart clarify the meaning of any unfamiliar vocabulary or expressions. 

Ask students to rephrase sentences, 4,5, and 6 using their own words. 

If students have difficulty, replay video. Have students tell you to pause the video when they hear the words in the “What People Say” column of the chart.

Give students time to fill in the other columns.

Level Two

Break group into small groups to work and complete this assignment. 

Use sentence strips to put the paragraphs in correct order.

 If students have difficulty, replay video. 

Vocabulary 

 Have students reread paragraphs paying attention to the underlined words. 

Complete the assignment. 

 Have students check their answers with a partner before checking together as a class. 

Check learner’s understanding:  Write additional sentences on board or read them to students and have them supply the correct word.
