Sample Primary Activities

We viewed the video up to (but not including) Word Play.  Ss (students) answered the Check Yourself questions #1-5 found in the Photo Stories book.  Question #5 asks about a work-study program.

I then asked the Ss what information they had learned from their previous lesson (see previous list serve posting) regarding work-study programs and wrote the info on the board.  

At this point we began Maxine’s (Frauman-Prickle) Chat Card activity.  Ss found three different “chat” partners.  Ss were given a printed version of the Federal Work-Study Program and Columbia Gorge CC web sites as their source of information and a sheet containing various questions to answer (I made up two different sets of Q’s).   Ss had three rounds of chat partners where they were to scan the given information and work together to answer the appropriate question on each partner’s sheet.  After completing the “chat”, Ss shared their answers as a class.

The students found the “chat card” activity confusing!  It was difficult for them to understand the correct process for signing up with another partner.  As a result, some Ss ended up with two partners or no partner.  I remember hearing Maxine’s warning that it may be hard to manage and confusing for students!  Students did, however, manage to discover the targeted information.

Reflection

It might have helped to provide written instructions of the chat partner sign-up process for the students to read.  Also, next time I will have the Free Application for Federal Student Aid available for students to look at.  This form is mentioned on both web pages that the students were reading.
