Course information

This class meets four times a week, two hours per class and focuses primarily improving writing skills and education/job advancement.

This is an advanced level class, students’ SPL’s range 6+.

Primary topic/Outcomes

Primary topic:  

· Worker safety

Outcomes:

· Learn to read/navigate through a schedule of classes to find specific courses and information

· Learn what worker safety classes are available through Community Education or local college (CGCC)

Sample Primary Activities

After viewing the video through the second accident (James cuts his hand while working on a kitchen stove), students brainstorm ways that they can learn to be more safety conscious at work.  Learners were able to identify one way to do this was to take workshops or classes.  I encouraged students to share with the class their experiences and information regarding worker safety classes they had attended in the past.  

After students had formed pairs, I distributed either a current copy of the Community Education schedule of classes or a copy of Columbia Gorge Community College’s class schedule to each pair.  The pair was to peruse their schedule to discover if any worker safety classes were available, the days, times and location of the classes  and the subject matter of each class.  With this accomplished, all the pairs with the Community Ed. schedule met as a group (Group 1) and compared information.  Pairs with the CGCC schedule (Group 2) did the same thing. 

Each of the two groups chose a representative speaker.  Group 1 members distributed copies of the Community Ed. schedule to the members of Group 2.  Group 1 speaker then explained to Group 2 what classes were available through Community Ed.  The speaker also gave a brief description of what the each class was about and where the class information was located in the schedule.  Group 2 then repeated the above presentation process, discussing what classes were available through CGCC.

Now that the students were familiar with the classes available through both Community Ed. and CGCC, each group was asked to decide which class (of all the available classes from either institution) they felt was most useful for them and to create a commercial for it.  

After preparing for fifteen minutes, each group presented their commercial.

The commercial was difficult for students.  I needed to perform my commercial BEFORE sending the students off to develop their own.
