Definitions for Power Point Book Report Lesson

Slide: an individual screen in a slide show.

Presentation File: The file you save to disk that has all the slides, speaker’s notes, handouts, etc. that makes up your presentation

Object: Any element that appears on a Power Point slide, such as clip art, text, drawings, charts, sounds, etc.  These can be referred to as clip art object, text object, etc.

Slide Show: A series of slides presented in sequence.  The slide show can be controlled manually or automatically.

Transition: A special effect used to introduce a slide during a slide show such as fade in, fade out.

Toolbar: A series of buttons that provide the user an easier method of selecting desktop or application functions.  When they are in use, they are located either horizontally or vertically on the edges of the computer screen
