Lesson 7 :  Exploring the Mexican Government’s Website for INEA and Parent Education

Instituto Nacional de Educación Adulto (INEA) is a program of the Mexican government, which assists adults in the completion of their elementary and middle school education in Spanish.  The program provides materials and technical support in Spanish. Adult participants receive official recognition for their efforts from Mexico and through agreements with other Latin American countries. This lesson is an introduction designed to familiarize adults with some of the educational services available online through the Mexican government. The lesson is most relevant for family literacy participants who have been registered and assessed and have received their INEA materials.

Outcome:

Parents will use the online educational services provided by the Mexican government to further their education.  

Objectives:

  Adult participants will:

• explore the online educational resources of the Mexican government

• find sites that specifically meet their educational goals and their parenting needs

Previous knowledge

Parents need basic computer knowledge, which includes the ability to access the Internet.

Before the Activity:

The instructor should be aware of the Spanish literacy levels of the parents and of the resources available at the site. (Instructors and participants need to be aware that this site is harder to access on an Apple than a PC. Also certain computer watch dog protection devices may block parts of this site.)

	Explore INEA books on line. Click on Planes de Estudio de INEA
Participants will choose MPEPA or MEV if they are studying primaria- SECAB if they are studying secundaria.  Choose from the selection of books for the one they are studying, open the book by clicking on the side arrow turning the pages. Have them find the unit and lesson they are working on.


	Spend more practice time exploring outside of class

	Explore parenting on the web. Click on the online course Ser Padres una Experiencia Compartida. Go to the top and check out units 1-4.  Then go to materiales del curso, click and look through revista, fascículos and folletos . Read some of these articles

	 Explore parenting from the perspective of education. Click on La Educación de Nuestros Hijos e Hijas. Check out units 1-6. Go to unit 6 the section on helping children with homework, read the unit and do activity 119.
