MATH TEST TAKING TIPS

· Regurgitate.  When you receive your test, do not look at it, first turn it over and spill out everything you have memorized for the test; for example: formulas, definitions and steps to solve story problems.  This process will help if you get tired or stuck mid-way through the test and forget important information.

· Scan the test.  Rank the questions as easy or hard for you; make a plan of attack.

· Regurgitate again.  Make notes of anything that you remembered while scanning the test.

· Write your name on the test and read the directions carefully.

· Start working on the easy questions first; get all of the points you can.

· Skip problems that you do not know.

· As time permits, go back and try the problems that you skipped. 

· Take a guess on questions that you do not know.  It is better than leaving them blank.

· Review the test for careless errors.

· Use ALL of the time allowed.

COMMON MATH TEST TAKING ERRORS

· Forgetting to write your name on the test

· Not following the directions

· Not completing a problem

· Becoming lazy and not showing proper notation or work

· Spending to much time on a particular problem

· Copying the problem or answer wrong

· Rushing through the easy or known part of the test

· Leaving answers blank
