COOKING UNIT

Lesson Five: Eating out – The main goal for this lesson is to have students practice what they have learned in a more conversational way.  Have them discuss the following: 

· Is it going to be fast food or a restaurant? 

· Shall we stay in tonight and dine in our own dining room?  

· What are your likes and dislikes involving food/eating choices?

Objectives:

· L2 – 21:  Express likes and dislikes and explain why
· L3 – 7:  Use the articles: this, that, these, those

· L5 – 16:  Make an oral presentation of family history (involving food)

· L6 – Use the Internet as a tool for learning, etc.

Activities:

Fast food restaurant – take a field trip and discuss the food pyramid and what healthy choices are available.  Compare prices of different fast food restaurants and calories of similar food items.

Dialogue practice:

A. Mom, can we go to McDonald’s for dinner tonight?

B. No, Joe.  We ate out last night.  We can’t eat out every night!

C. I know, but I love McDonald’s French fries!
