Recreation Unit

Lesson One:  Directions

Objectives:  The following are some of the objectives that teachers might concentrate on during the course of this lesson:

L1 – 18:  Recognize and name a minimum of 10 public buildings and places. 

L2 – 19:  Follow a series of directions. 

L2 – 20:  Give and follow directions using landmarks. 

L3 – 16:  Locate home state and town of residence on a map. 

L3 - 18:   Follow landmark directions to important locations in the area. 

Vocabulary:

Using pictures, books, or realia, introduce the vocabulary for directions.  Consider using the placement of common classroom objects or students’ specific location in relation to others in the class to demonstrate the use of these vocabulary words.  Ex.  “The chalkboard is in front of the table.”  “Maria is between Jose and Alex.” etc.  Use a map of the US to show north, south, east, and west.

Activities: 

· Pictionary game

· Computer sites

· Memory game with picture and word 

· TPR – Total Physical Response – Have students put themselves in the place you direct them.  Ex. “Maria, stand behind the desk.”  “Sam, sit next to Joe.” etc.
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Dialogue Practice:


A:  Where is the clock?



B:  The clock is between the window and the door.


A:  Where is Green River?



B:  Green River is west of Rock Springs?

Note:  This would be a great time to introduce or review the use of the articles “the” and “a/an” when using common nouns.  You can also point out that an article is not necessary when a proper noun is used.

Reading/writing activities:

· Make a list of 10 to 20 classroom objects or people on the board or overhead.  Have students create simple sentences using the directional words studied.
· Put directional words, common classroom items, and names of communities near your own on 3 x 5 index cards.  In small groups have students create true sentences by placing cards together.
Computer:

Have students begin the OPD check off sheets with the section on prepositions, time, and the calendar to reinforce and extend their vocabulary.
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
