Recreation Unit

Objectives:  The following are some of the objectives that teachers might concentrate on during the course of this lesson:

L1 – 18:  Recognize and name a minimum of 10 public buildings and places. 

L2 – 19:  Follow a series of directions. 

L2 – 20:  Give and follow directions using landmarks. 

L3 – 16:  Locate home state and town of residence on a map. 

L3 - 18:   Follow landmark directions to important locations in the area. 

L4 – 5   Use the phone book yellow pages to find a specific person or place

L4 – 7 Use correct terminology to make a reservation at a restaurant, hotel, or other event.

L5 – 12 Plan a trip using a road map.

L5 – 13 Calculate gas, lodging and food for a trip.

Lessons 5-8:

· Gather car rental from, hotel registration, recreation center forms for sports or other activities.  Have students practice filling them out.

· Using a map of Wyoming, locate the following cities/towns:

National Forest – Yellowstone

Review directional vocabulary and see what students know about these communities.

B:  It’s 180 miles from Rock Springs.

A:  What activities can we do in Jackson?

B:  We can shop in Jackson.

Computer:

Have students continue working on the OPD check off sheets.

Activities:

Give the students one of the following scenarios or create your own and have them plan a vacation for the make-believe family.  If possible assign student teams of mixed levels.  Provide them with as many materials as possible.  Encourage them to use the Internet, the phone book, maps, and brochures to complete this activity.  Have them share the following information:

· Where will you go?
How far is it?

· How will you travel?
How much will it cost?

· Where will you stay?
How much will it cost?

· What will you do?

What fees will you need to pay?

· Show your budget.

SCENARIOS:

Sample scenarios for students might be as follows:

· You are a family of four –two adults and two children.  The children are ages 14 and 12 and are both boys.  You have 4 days.  You have saved $2000 for this vacation.  It is March.  What will you do?

· You are a single parent with your mother living with you to help with the children.  She is 60 years old and doesn’t speak any English.  Your children are 5, 7, and 10 years old.  You have a week of vacation and have $1000 to spend on a trip.  It is August.  Where will you go and what will you do?

· You have two weeks of vacation and have been saving for a trip with your family for over a year.  You have $3500 to spend.  There are two adults and four children ages 5, 9, 15 and 17.  Your oldest child will be leaving home next year to attend college.  It is December.

Note:  These scenarios use amounts of money that many of our students may not have for many years, maybe never.  However, in order to look up hotel rates, train and bus fair, etc. they need to have enough “play money” to make it feasible to do so.  I would encourage you to have students also plan day trips as well from points of interest they have learned about by researching the local communities near their homes.
