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Review the parts of the body using the following words with the picture of a man.

LABEL THE FOLLOWING ON THE MAN:

· Head

· Shoulders

· Knees

· Toes

· Eyes

· Ears

· Mouth

· Nose

Review classroom vocabulary including the following:  pen, pencil, paper, notebook, table, chair, picture dictionary, teacher, student, etc.
Review the following questions:  What’s your name?  Where are you from?  Are you married?  Do you have children?  Where do you shop for food?  (Continue with,”What his/her name?” etc.)  Introduce the concept of needing to add an “s” to the end of verbs when using the pronoun “he/she”.  EX.  He shops for food at Wal-mart.  Vs.  I shop for food at Wal-Mart.  You will also need to go into the verb “have” and how it changes to “has” when using he/she.  Finally the “be” verb using “am, is, are” will be needed in this lesson.

Use picture dictionary pages 54-55 and introduce words #5, #24-26. #28 +29, #35-38.  Make fictional prices for each item and ask the students to use fun money to show you the amounts.  You may find you need to teach the names and values of the various coins and bills.   Give them a shopping list to “buy” products.  Have them show you how much they would pay the clerk.
If the group is finding most of this to be review, add sentences using the vocabulary.  Have students come up with an idea and write down the sentence.  Have students copy the sentence and study for a quiz next week using their words.
