The following are some of the objectives that teachers might concentrate on during the course of this lesson:


L1-5:  Recognize and name a minimum of 10 occupations

L1-7:  Recognize and name the days of the week and months of the year

L2-3:  Use the calendar and related vocabulary

L2-6:  Recognize, name and write common occupations

L3-14:  Use a telephone book to find specific persons or businesses

L4-18:  Use the classified newspaper ads to search for a job

L5-4:  Acquire new vocabulary from context

Vocabulary:

· Introduce names of occupations using Oxford Picture Dictionary pages 136 – 137.  Refer to Work Vocabulary sheet to assist in choosing more important/pertinent occupations or add your own.  

· Listen and Repeat – use plenty of review, adding new words, as students become familiar with vocabulary. 

· Use following dialogues for selected occupations:

  B:  She/he is (a, an) ___________________________.

A:  Do you know someone who is a/an ______________?

Computer:

 Consider dividing this up even further into 5-7 on one quiz then 5 or so additional on a second quiz.
